MEDICAL RECORDS CODING SERVICE
What Service Does it Provide?

Medical records coding service and related medical records functions.  Related medical records functions include: providing medical records coding training that is tailored to the healthcare providers, quality control/auditing services, creating templates for healthcare providers in the Government provided computer system, and Medical Record Administration duties.  Services will be performed either from the contractor's facility or within the Medical Treatment Facility (MTF) for any Department of Defense, Department of Veterans Administration or United States Coast Guard facility as specified in the site specific task order.  When coding services are required to be performed at the contractor's facility, the contractor shall electronically transmit medical records documentation from the MTF to the contractor's facility where qualified personnel shall perform medical records coding duties.  When services are required within the MTF, the Government shall stipulate the number of medical records coding personnel to be placed on-site to perform medical records coding duties.
